ABSTRACT SUBMISSION GUIDELINES

The BSH would like to invite submissions of abstracts for the YIA at the 21st BSH Annual Autumn Meeting that is taking place on 29–30 November 2018 in London. 

Deadline
The abstract submission deadline is Monday 17 September 2018. Your final abstract should be submitted prior to midnight on Monday 17 September 2018.

Entry
Entry is open to all Members of the BSH* (except anyone who has previously won a BSH YIA), whether physician, nurse or other professionals allied to medicine. For those who are medically qualified, applications are restricted to staff who are not in consultant posts, substantive or honorary.

Submissions should relate to contemporary data. Abstracts that have previously been presented or published elsewhere will be considered as long as this has been in 2018. Please consider the impact of your submission to the BSH on future submissions/publications.

Please submit the abstract with the following information:

· list of authors with initial(s) and surname (most senior author last) – for example Paul Jones1
· list of affiliations related to each author – for example (1Royal Brompton Hospital, London)

The word count and format needs to be as follows:
· maximum 350 words (body of abstract, i.e. excluding abstract title, author/affiliations and conflicts of interest) 
· font 12 pt or above
· double line spacing
· one figure or table can be included (words in the figure or table are excluded in the maximum word count; however, any legends will need to be included)
· no colour.

* Please note that one of the authors needs to be a BSH member and that submissions by an entirely non-BSH members group will not be accepted. If you would like to become a BSH member please complete a membership application form.
We will confirm receipt of your abstract. Please note that it is your responsibility to ensure that the BSH has received your submission by the deadline and that you have received notification of receipt from us.

Abstracts failing to comply with all of these requirements will be considered void.

Short listing
Entries will be short listed based on the quality of the research and this will be done by a panel of three or more current BSH Board members or UK heart failure experts who are not conflicted by any of the submissions. The three/four best abstracts will be chosen for oral presentation and authors notified by mid-October.

Presentation
Authors will be invited to present their abstract at the 21st BSH Annual Autumn Meeting during Session 4 on Thursday 29 November, which takes place at 14:55–15:25. 

Judging panel
The panel will consist of five non-conflicted independent judges (may include BSH Board members). The session will have an independent Chair. The judges and audience will be permitted to question the presenters about their research.

Winners and runners-up
All presenters will receive the following:
· certificate
· complimentary registration for the 21st BSH Annual Autumn Meeting 2018
· complimentary registration for the BSH Heart Failure Day for Revalidation and Training on 26 March 2019 or the BSH Heart Failure Nurse and Healthcare Professional Study Day on 27 March 2019 in Glasgow. 

The winner will also receive a prize of £250.

The winner will be announced at 09:30 on Friday 30 November during the course of the meeting.
